Beaver Scouting provides the first opportunity for young people to join the exciting world of scouting.  Our motto is ‘fun and friends’ and we will ensure your child enjoys the time they spend with us.

Working with the principles of Beaver Scouting as a framework, we offer a wide range of activities both indoors and outdoors.  Each term you will be provided with the programme of activities we have arranged (please note that these can however change at short notice).

Sessions 

Our sessions start at 6pm - 7.15pm on Mondays. We are open term time only and do not open on Bank Holidays.  
At the end of the session, we require you to collect your child from inside the Headquarters.   If you are not able to collect your child, we will require you to provide the name of the adult who will be collection the child at the end of the session.
Payment 

Each term the 1st Garforth Scouts Treasurer will send you a subs bill.  Your child therefore does not need to bring along any cash for subs to the sessions.  Currently the fee is £35.00 per term. There is also a one off payment of £7.00 for a Neckerchief which is provided by us and is part of the scouting uniform.
Uniform

These are available either from Castleford market, or online from the scout website.  The only uniform items that are compulsory are the Sweatshirt and Neckerchief.
Beaver Scout Badges and The Promise

The Beaver Scout Membership Badge is the first badge to be awarded usually within the first 8 weeks of joining the colony.  For Beavers to earn the badge, they will be asked to repeat the scout promise, and motto whilst doing the scout sign during the “promise ceremony”.

Throughout each term, we plan to cover approximately two badges.  You can find further information on these badges in your programme.
